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We’re watching what’s happening in Minera 

San Xavier with concern – 

environmentalists are putting investments at 

risk. We have the company’s commitment to 

maintain 600 employees, primarily in the 

leaching processes, and to pay them in full; 

not even the Christmas bonus is in danger,” 

stated the chairman of CTM, Emilio de 

Jesús Ramírez Guerrero.   

    It is the opinion of the Confederation of 

Mexican Workers (CTM), responsible for 

the work relationship between the workers 

and MSX, that the shutdown is due to 

political reasons rather than legal ones. 

    “This is the second time that 

environmental groups have put at risk a 

company that generates jobs in San Luis 

Potosí,” he noted. 

    He considered absurd that in a state which 

has lost thousands of jobs “the authorities 

come with a secretive criteria to limit the 

operations of the mining company.” 

    Ramírez Guerrero said, “the truth is that 

we’re worried about this situation,” but he 

trusts that there will be a reopening 

promptly; there are 450 workers in 

operations and 200 more in transportation 

and carrying.
