Federico Compean,
President of Coparmex,
said that he wants to know
who is going to replace the
10 thousand direct and
indirect jobs generated by
Minera San Xavier “Is that
little coalition trying to
shut down the company
going to do it? And how
are all the taxes and
foreign exchanges
generated by the ore field
exportation of gold and
silver going to be
recovered?”

“San Luis Potosi
was born out of mining, I
don’t know why MSX has
to be closed. It is a world
renowned company with
the best levels of safety.
For the love of God, don’t
be stupid”.

Questioning
whether this could drive
away investments, the
chairman of the
Employers’ Confederation
of the Mexican Republic
responded that “if the
Mexican State gives it
permission to invest and
exploit, you come and do
so, can you imagine what
people would say if they
came and said ‘oh no, I
was wrong?” No way.
Things don’t work like
that.”

“You as a country
look bad with this
attitude,” he added. With
regard to whether the
employers will decide in
favor of the company, he
argued that they will see
what the right thing is to
